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BUILD HEALTHCARE EXPERIENCE

e Many nursing programs require practical experience,
which can be paid or volunteer, such as shadowing nurses
or volunteering at hospitals and clinics.
This valuable experience helps you determine if nursing is
the right path and allows you to learn from healthcare
professionals about their careers.

START NURSING ASSISTANT WORK
e Earn a CNA (certified nursing assistant) license
during and after high school (18+) to start
hands-on, paid nursing assistant work.

4-YEAR COLLEGE OR UNIVERSITY
e A BSN prepares you for an RN license at the
bachelor’s level.
e Choose a 4-year BSN program and start nursing
classes in your freshman year.
e Choose a 2-year BSN program and start classes the
last two years (upper division) of your BSN.

e Participate in an RN-to-BSN program while working
and attending school part-time.

e Complete prerequisite courses through associate
degrees in other subjects (including pre-nursing)
before transferring to a BSN program.
